How you will be graded


TESTS


1.  Tests will be given periodically during a unit; students will be given a 2 day notice before a test


Each student is encouraged to prepare a cheat-sheet for every test.


2.  The cheat sheet must be given to the teacher before the start of the test; used cheat sheets will be stapled to completed tests.


3.  Cheat sheets must be originals written on one side of an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper or both sides of an 8 ½ x 5 ½ sheet.


4.  A student can use only their own cheat sheet (no electronic pages, copies or sharing)


5.  The maximum grade for a student using a cheat sheet is a B+ (92%)


6.  Students may try to earn an A by starting their test without the cheat-sheet; should they subsequently decide they won't be able to earn an A they may get their sheet from the teacher


7.  Students will no longer be able to rework tests





ASSIGNMENTS


1.  Assignments are due at the beginning of your next math class and must be the original work of the student


2.  All work must be shown on every problem to receive full credit


3.  Assignments will be checked every day.  Each student will receive up to 8 points for each assignment:  4 of the points will be awarded for demonstrating knowledge & skills on a daily problem(s) plus 0, 2 or 4 points for completing the assignment


4.  Students will no longer be able to turn in work late or to rework their assignments





PROJECTS, PAPERS & INVESTIGATIONS


1.  Work must be an original work of the student submitting the work


2.  Work is due on the designated date.  Late work will be penalized 10% per day and not accepted if more than 5 days late
